
ST GEORGES DAY PARADE 2011
GENERAL INFORMATION 

Flag Bearers will assemble at the Cathedral, West Door, at 14.20 hrs on Sunday 8th May for a quick rehearsal. Following this they will attend at the assembly point and take up positions as shown on the attached diagram.

The Parade will be headed by the Union Flag, followed by the flag of St. George and the flag of the World Organisation of the Scout Movement.
All Flags will be paraded in an orderly manner at the right hand side of their own Colony, Pack, Troop, and Unit. We will be parading in sectional groups i.e. Beaver Scouts, Cub Scouts, Scouts, Explorer Scouts, Network and Scout Active Support. – This will allow us to manage the seating in the Cathedral far more effectively.  
The ADC’s/DESC will parade at the head of their Sections and Leaders will parade to the left of each line of their own specific group, with any remaining Leaders at the rear of the formation.

On arrival at point A, the Flag Bearers will be guided into place by Stewards (Members of the Fellowship). The UNION FLAG, ST. GEORGE’S FLAG and the WORLD MOVEMENT FLAG will flank the Cathedral door. 

PLEASE NOTE - MOBILE PHONES MUST BE SWITCHED OFF AT THIS POINT!

Leaders should collect members’ offerings in envelopes prior to the parade. Inside the West door (under the Tower) there will be Stewards with the Collection Plates. 

Stewards will be strategically placed inside the Cathedral to ensure members of each section are directed to their proper part of the Cathedral, As last year, there will be seats for all, however your young people may well be required to share – 3 bodies to 2 seats.

On either side of the Nave there will be a row of seats for the flag bearers. On the outer North Aisle (far left hand side as you enter Cathedral, under the Tower,) will be extra rows of chairs for guests and seating for other Leaders not attached to groups. 

The Order of Service will be very specific re: sit / stand instructions. I will appreciate Leaders giving a good lead in this.

Stewards will lead the Flag bearers to their places in the Aisles.

Once the main Colour Party is in place the entire Parade will process into the Cathedral via the WEST DOOR. Inside Stewards will guide them into their correct positions. 

All members will sit on arrival inside the Cathedral and will then stand for the arrival of the Clergy and Colour Party.  All will then stand for the remainder of the service, sitting only for the central talk.

Parents will not be permitted into the Cathedral until all the Sections are seated. If any seating is available parents will be guided into place by Members of the Fellowship.

On conclusion of the Service, THE MAIN COLOUR PARTY, will leave the Cathedral first, followed by the FLAG BEARERS, the Clergy and the Dignitaries, via the WEST DOOR, as rehearsed, and Parade, towards the HIGH STREET, to take up positions outside the Saracen’s Head Hotel as directed by the Stewards.

All members will REMAIN IN POSITION until instructed to leave and will then Parade to the HIGH STREET, following the directions of the Stewards.

The Explorer Scouts Sections will lead out first and form up outside the Saracen’s Head Hotel and will form a human barrier. Parents and spectators should gather OUTSIDE of this barrier.

The Scout Section will be directed to leave the Cathedral to form up in front of the Scouts  / Explorer Scouts.

The Cub Scout Section will be directed to leave the Cathedral to form up in front of the Scouts.

The Beaver Scouts Section will be directed to leave the Cathedral and form up in front of the Cub Scouts.

Leaders are asked to remind their groups that the Parade Service is not yet over and assist the Stewards in ensuring that each section leaves the Cathedral quietly and with dignity and form up smartly in the High Street where directed.

Other guests and warranted Leaders not associated with Groups will be directed to their place by Stewards for the Parade Dismissal.

Parade Dismissal - following a few short words from the Principal Dignitary, all participants will be thanked by the DC. He will then bring the assembled parade to attention for the Formal Dismissal with the Scout Salute. At the ‘Parade Dismiss’ please allow the Dignitaries to leave first, after which Leaders are requested to make every endeavour to ensure an orderly dispersal of participants.

In the event of extremely bad weather, the Dismissal will take place inside the Cathedral. I realise that these instructions are quite long, but I hope that by giving you all more information about the Parade we can make the event pass in a smooth manner and be enjoyed by everyone participating.
